Its charitable purpose is to fund paediatrc oncology in Tanzania which will allow children living with
cancer in East Afnca access to simtiar tratments and survival rates as children in first world countries. It
is anticipated that the acbvities ot the Company wtil increase in future periods as the organisation evolves.

TLM is a public benefit enttiy, the benefit it provides arises from Is oncology work in Tanzania.

Governance

The Memorandum and Articles of Assocation signed on 3 July 2015 represents the funding governance
document of TLM, The Articles provde or a membership based organisation registered in Ireland, limited
by guarantee and with Directors elected from the mernbershp base.

The Company’s total income in the year to 31 December 2017 amounted to €150188 (2016: €154596).

Expenditure on charitable activities amounted to €141,193 (2016: €113,639).

The business incurred no fundaising or support costs doting the year. Any requirements were met by the
voluntary efforts of the members and other volunteers.

The Company reported income of €8.99 1(2016.’ 640.957) for the year.

asis of preparation

The financial statements have hcer. prepared in accordance with Financial Reporting Standard 102

issued in August 2014 on the historical cost basis

Currency

The financial statements are presented in Euro. denoted by €“.

Taxation

No charge to current or deferred taiabon arises as TLM’s income source is voluntary donations for
charitable purposes and not in the nature of trade. irrecoverable Value Added Tax is expensed as
inctiried.

Income

Income which consists of monetary donations from the public and from corporates is recognised by
inclusion in the statement of financial activities only when the Company is legally entitled to the
income, the amounts involved can e measured with sufficient reliability and it is probable that the
income will be received.

Voluntary donations consist of monetary donations from the public together with related tax refunds
(when TLM is eligible to recover), ln the case of monetary donations, income is recognised when the
donations are received. Tax robot s arising from the voluntary donations are ;ecognisecl woen
legislative requirements have been met and the amounts can be measured with reasonable
certainty.

Grants from corporates and major donors are recognised when the Company is legally entitled to the
income hecatise it is tulfilling the cc nditions contained in the related funding agreements Grants
from corporates and major donors nay include performance conditions, Where the Company is
meeting the core objectives and colditions of a grant agreement it recognises the related
expenditure. to the extent that is re:rnhursable by the donor. as income, in the absence of such
conditions, assuming that receipt is probable and the amount can be measured reliably, grant
income is recognised once the Company is notified of entitlement.

Expenditure

Expenditure is analysed between csts of charitable activities and cost of raising funds. The costs of
each aetivty arc separately accurn ilatod and disclosed and analysed accordnq to their major
components.

Expenditure is recognised when a legal or constructive obligation exists, as a result of a past event,
a transfer of economic benefits is roqtiircd in settlement and the amount of the obligation can he
measured reliably. Support costs which cannot be attributed directly to one activity, are allocated to
actvities in proportion to estimated benetits received.
